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Propel Scholarship 
Application 

Eligibility: 
Students new to Anoka-Ramsey Community College shall have a completed admission application on file in a 
certificate, diploma, or degree program at Anoka-Ramsey Community College. Scholarship recipients from the 
2020-2021 academic year can be considered for renewal for 2021-2022 pending enrollment in a minimum of 11 
credits each semester and making satisfactory progress* in courses in their program. Annually, a student must 
complete 24 credits each year to be considered for a renewal scholarship the following year.  

*Satisfactory progress is defined as maintaining a 2.0 GPA and 67% completion rate (average) each semester.

Determination: 
Anoka-Ramsey Community College will select the recipients of this scholarship on a first-come, first-serve 
basis. Awards will be made by a scholarship committee to eligible students as funding allows. Applicants who 
were not awarded scholarship funds initially will be put on a waitlist in the event additional scholarship funds 
become available.  

Awards will cover up to $1,000 per semester, calculated based on the remaining charges of tuition/fees each 
term. Maximum scholarship awards are $2,000 per year (or $1,000 per semester). Scholarship recipients will be 
announced on a rotating basis as their application is completed. Final scholarship awards for the Fall 2020-2021 
cycle will be applied to pay tuition by Early-September, following the confirmation of registration for the 
semester, scholarship recipients must meet the requirements listed below.  

Additional Scholarship Information: 
• Meet with your academic advisor for priority course selection.
• Enroll in First Year Experience course at Anoka-Ramsey Community College.
• Complete a minimum of 12 credits per semester; or a minimum of 24 credits per academic year.
• Complete at least 50% seated courses on the Cambridge campus.
• You were eligible for the Free and Reduced Lunch School Meal Program during your senior year.
